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CAMPAIGN TO STOP DRUG RAPE TAKES TO THE STREETS

March 11 Marks 2nd Annual “Cover Your Cup” Day

March 9, 2011 (Chicago, IL) – Someone in the United States falls victim to sexual assault every 2 minutes. Of those victims an alarming number have been rendered incapable of resisting and recalling the assault because they have been purposely drugged prior to its occurrence. As described by the U.S. Department of Justice, they are victims of Drug Facilitated Sexual Assault (DFSA).
In an effort to increase public awareness and prevention of DFSA, the Chicago-based non-profit ALMAA, Inc., will promote this cause on Friday, March 11, in recognition of the second annual "Cover Your Cup" Day.  7,500 sport bottles, rubber bracelets, and brochures that encourage women to “always keep a watchful eye on your drink” will be distributed by volunteers throughout the morning to women in the Loop and suburbs.

The event is part of ALMAA’s ongoing sexual violence awareness campaign and coincides with the anniversary of President Obama's appointment of Valerie Jarrett as the chairperson of the White House Council for Women and Girls, which, among other causes, is working to prevent violence against women at home and abroad. “Cover Your Cup” Day also introduces April as National Sexual Assault Awareness month.
